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Introduction 
Faculty members are discouraged from requiring face‐to‐face examinations for online courses 
due to the fact that, by definition, online courses require no face‐to‐face course meetings.   It is 
recognized, however, that in some disciplines and/or for specific courses, it may be necessary, 
in rare circumstances, to require students to come to campus or to an off‐campus location to sit 
for a face‐to‐face final examination.  The following guidelines will apply when a face‐to‐face 
final examination is deemed necessary for an online course. 
 
On‐Campus Examinations 
Students can only be required to sit for a final examination for an online course when such
